The exhibition is presented at the Kulturankerzentrum im
Schlingerhof, a site of particular historical significance: in 1934, the
Schlingerhof was a central location of antifascist resistance in Austria. By
situating this personal history within this charged space, the exhibition
connects past struggles with present responsibilities.
